sold to the Billy 
White villagers for 
$0.50 (BD) for 
five gallons and 
to the 
surrounding 
villagers for 
$0.60 (BD)...this 
includes a small 
charge for 
transporting the 
water.  If this 
cannot be 
afforded...ROWKI
DS will donate 
the water to the 
needy family.
     During the week, 
the team members 
worked on building 
the secure building 
for the unit and were 
also able to teach 
Health and Hygiene 
classes to the entire 
school, a Women's 
Heath and Hygiene 
Clinic for the 
community, and 
make home visits for 
evangelism and 
prayer ministry.
