The Recipe

% cup Crisco shortening 1-1/4 cup firmly packed brown sugar
2 Tablespoons milk 1 teaspoon vanilla

1 egg 1-3/4 cup all-purpose flour

1 teaspoon salt % teaspoon baking soda

1 cup semi-sweet chocolate chips

NOTE: PLEASE DO NOT VARY RECIPE
(Prison rules REQUIRE that all cookies be the same)

Combine shortening, sugar, milk and vanilla in a large bowl, mix
until well-blended. Add egg and mix well. In a separate bowl com-
bine flour, salt and baking soda, mix well. Add to shortening/sugar
mixture until well-blended. Stir in chocolate chips. Drop by
rounded tablespoons onto un-greased cookie sheet. Bake at 375
degrees for 8-10 minutes for chewy cookies or 11-13 minutes for
crisp cookies. Cookies should be two to three inches in diameter
after baking. Makes 3 dozen.

Kairos Prison Cookies

LCC will be baking Chocolate Chip Cookies using the recipe below
(NO SUBSTITUTIONS)

Of the 50,000 cookies that are needed, our goal for LCC is 6,000 or 500 dozen.

The Key Ingredient: Prayer
Pray individually or as a family over the ingredients before and during mixing.
Pray over the cookies as you drop them onto the cookie sheets and bake them.
Ask God to use your cookies as a source of His love to shine on the prisoners
and staff on the Kairos weekend. Pray that each cookie brings the inmate, offi-
cer or warden who eats it closer to God. We want every person to become part
of the family of God.

Packing the Cookies
Bag thoroughly COOLED cookies in a quart-size zip lock bag, 6 cookies to a
bag. Freeze all cookies if not using within 2 days. Please use only zip lock
bags that do not contain a plastic zipper that slides.
